Pray God will refresh 
all those in leadership, 
in church, business or 
community, in their 
walk with Him, for 
fresh trust and faith. 
Pray that they will 
have revelation of any 
restructuring that needs 
to take place and the 
courage, if required, to 
make changes. 
 
Pray that we will 
increasingly see God as 
our source,  
Pray for any with 
specific needs that you 
know, that God will 
supply .These may be 
financial, jobs, healing, 
wisdom, direction….

Week 2  
 January 23rd 
 
Psalm 23; 2-4 “He 
makes me lie down in 
still pastures, He leads 
me beside the still 
waters, and He restores 
my soul” 
 
Pray for those who 
start this year in need of 
restoration and healing 
that they will know the 
reality of this verse. 
Pray for those who 
have been worn down 
by the enemy in allsorts 
of situations that God 
will restore, spiritually 
and emotionally. 
Pray for righteousness 
to come, where there 
has not been 
righteousness 
Pray specifically for 
those you know who 
need physical healing 
and that we will see a 
great breakthrough this 
year in this area. 
Pray for those who 
face a new year without 
loved ones, that they 
will know God’s 
comfort. 
Pray we become a 
church who can 
comfort others with the 
comfort we have 
received.2

Week 3 
January 30th 
 
Psalm 23:5 “You prepare 
a table before me in the 
presence of my enemies; 
You anoint my head with 
oil.” 
 
The oil has to do with 
favour and excellent 
hospitality. Let us 
continue to pray for an 
increase across the whole 
Body of Christ of 
intimacy and relationship 
with Him; understanding 
that God looks on us with 
delight; and is with us 
whatever our 
circumstances. 
Pray out of this will come 
a new desire and boldness 
to fulfil the call in Luke

Pray that in the year 
ahead we will see the 
favour of God on His 
people in the City, on 
the churches, on 
business people, those 
on the council etc. Pray 
that those seeking to 
walk in Godliness will 
be blessed. 
This is a year when 
God has spoken that we 
will begin to see a 
harvest, that finances 
will start to flow into 
the Kingdom, that 
healings will start to 
take place and more. 
Pray that we will see 
these happen in St 
Albans. 
 
We need to continue to 
pray for the Health 
Authority in West Herts 
over their budget 
problems, that patient 
care will not suffer. 
Pray for God’s people 
to hear His solutions 
and for financial 
provision.
